             Highway 101 Bike-Pedestrian Path Reopened
San Rafael -  A popular bicycle/pedestrian path along Highway 101 has been reopened.  
The path, which follows Highway 101 from Lucky Drive to Sir Francis Drake Boulevard, was closed in September after a vehicle damaged a wooden barrier.  For the safety of pedestrians and bicyclists, Caltrans closed the path for repairs.  

In addition to repairing the damage, Caltrans and its contractor replaced the wooden barrier with a stronger concrete barrier.  A temporary chain link fence now sits atop the new barrier.  In about a month, the chain link fence will be replaced by a metal-tube railing.

Caltrans and its contractor finished the repair work and reopened the path on December 22nd, well within the time frame allotted for the project.
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
